Lessons 1-4
Abu Bakr led Salah when Prophet could not, 
-inherited the leadership (caliph) from Rasullulah: this causes Sunni/Shia split
-very learned, religious Muslim and a companion  (sahabah) of the Prophet
Muhajirun- one who migrated from Makkah to Madinah
Ansar- the helpers.
Ali- companion cousin of the Prophet
Farewell Pilgrimage- last pilgrimage of the Prophet

Lessons 5-8
After Rasullulah’s death, Abu Bakr was the leader of the Ummah.  The Prophet, before his death, had sent an army against some tribes in Syria that had killed a Muslim ambassador to their leader. This was a major crime, and Rasullulah had sent Zaid ibn Harithah, a Sahabi, to punish them. But Zaid was martyred in the battle because the tribes were protected by the Byzantine emperor.  (Byzantine-Eastern Roman Empire with Constantinople as their capital. A Christian empire.) Then, Usamah, the son of Zaid, was sent to punish the tribes and he did so avoiding war. This shows that Muslims were strong and powerful.
Lesson 6
Pre-Islamic Arabia: Jahilliyah
In this time, the Age of Ignorance (Jahilliyah), people were divided into tribes and clans that fought a lot. They were Bedouins (nomad clanspeople of Arabia). The Prophet’s tribe was Quraish, but when Rasulluulah established the Ummah the pagans of these tribes were defeated and almost all tribes of Arabia joined the Muslim Ummah. However, after the Prophet’s death, some tribes revolted.
Some tribes attacked Madinah in a revolt against Islam and the Ummah. These tribes thought that if the Prophet could lead a community of Arabs then they could do the same. They did not realize that Muhammad was the last and final Prophet, and they were only pretenders. Abu Bakr had to eliminated these “false prophets” and establishe Islam’s authority. These tribes would not pay Zakat and attacked Madinah. One man, Musailimah, was the most famous false prophet, and Abu Bakr declared war on him and his army. These wars against false prophets and apostates (people who leave Islam) are the Riddah wars. They took place around 632 CE.
Lesson 7:
Rasullulah had sent letters to the Byzantine and Sasanid emperors urging them to join Islam. Both refused. The Sasanids were hostile to the Muslim empire and Muslims had to fight the Sasanid Persians (from present day Iraq). Even though the Sasanids outnumbered the Muslims, the Muslims won the ensuing war.  Meanwhile, Muslims also had problems with Syrians who were under the Byzantine empire. After long battles, the Muslims, under their leader Khalid ibn Al-Walid, lay siege to the Byzantine capital, Damascus, and the Muslims conquered the Byzanitne empire. This was in 634 CE.
Lesson 8:
Abu Bakr set many examples as caliph (Khalifa).
Bait Al Mal- wealth of the people, treasury of the government. Abu Bakr believed it belonged to the people. 
Shura- consulting the government in running the affairs of the government. Shura is taught in the Quran. During Abu Bakr’s khalifa the Quran was compiled into book form. He died in 634 CE, was succeeded by Umar ibn Al-Khattab.
