The civil rights movement of the 1960’s was a stepping stone not only for African Americans, but also for Muslims in America. Although the United States is known as one of the most freedom-loving and liberal countries in the world, it has only recently solidified its position as such. As stated by Dr. Martin Luther King, “the ultimate tragedy is not the oppression and cruelty by the bad people but the silence over that by the good people.” That eventful decade, supporters of the civil rights movement such as Malcolm X of Nation of Islam (a sect of Islam that combines black power ideals with mainstream Islam),  heeded King’s words and voiced their growing need for justice and reform. Their protests led to the creation of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Immigration and Nationality Act of 1965, milestones in American history that promoted equality and empowered the powerless. The Immigration Act also had a significant effect on the Muslim population in America; it changed the United States’ demographics by opening the doors of America for Muslims from all over the world. In other words, the Civil Rights era made this country the “melting pot” it is today and many rightfully argue that the Civil Rights Movement allowed Islam to spread rapidly and become one of the fastest growing religions in the US!
